The Opening Event on Saturday 4th August went well, with over 100 attending throughout the day, 
and the weather was perfect. Harvey Strachan, who sold us the land, cut the ribbon, and the Lord 
Provost planted a Chinese Lace Sorbus – otherwise known as a Rowan.  Despite the lovely burgers 
and hot dogs provided by the Haar Rock from their barbecue, the pony rides were the most popular 
attraction, but I think the food came a close second, and the children enjoyed the tin can alley and 
other games.  

The Woodland Trust have confirmed delivery of our trees before 16th November, so we will confirm 
the date for the sponsored tree planting on Facebook soon, so keep an eye our page!   

Ian and George have been strimming the perimeter of the Cove Community Woodland land, you 
should be able to see our boundaries now, and we will be looking for help with clearing and planting 
shortly, so if you want to work with us, please get in touch.  We have been awarded £2300.00 by the 
Health Improvement Fund to buy tools, so these will shortly be available. We just need somewhere 
to store them, and planning permission has been applied for to site a container on the land.
